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DRAFT PROCEDURES

1.
Sort players by divisions U5, U6, U7, U8, U10, U12, U14, U16.  For each division determine:

a. Total number of players

Total number of girls

b. Total number of teams


f.
Max number of boys per team

c. Max number of players per team

g.
Max number of girls per team

d. Total number of boys

Use per team numbers above as a guide for the draft.

2.
In random fashion assign primary coaches to division teams that do not have a primary coach.  The child(ren) of the primary coach and one assistant coach are placed on the team that the parents are coaching.  For future drafts if either primary or assistant coach decides not to coach the team, then their child(ren) must re-enter the draft for that season.  For teams moving up to the U12, U14, or U16 division, the primary coach  moving up from a younger division team can have all players on his team, who are also moving up and who wants to stay with the coach, placed on the team he is now coaching.

3.
For each division, place players into one of following groups:

a. EXISTING DIVISION TEAMS:  Returning players from last season wishing to stay with team from previous season

b. DRAFT POOL:  First time players, returning players from last season wishing to be redrafted, and returning players who did not play last season

c. TEAM POOL (Fall only for U12, U14, and U16):  Returning Spring players wishing to move up from lower division with lower division team members

4.
TEAM POOL procedures (Fall only for U12, U14, and U16):

a. List division teams in no special order noting the following information

Total number of players

Total number of boys

3. Total number of girls

b. Pick from a bag the draft order for each division team.

c. According to the draft order and in random fashion, pick for each division team a team from the TEAM POOL until all teams are taken.  If a pick results in the division team having more players than the number in the maximum number of players per team, that pick is cancelled and another pick is taken.  Also, if a pick results in the division team having more girl players than the number in the maximum number of girl players per team or it results in the division team having more boy players than the number in the maximum number of boy players per team, that pick is cancelled and another pick is taken.

5.
DRAFT POOL procedures:

a. List division teams in no special order noting the following information

Total number of players

Total number of boys

Total number of girls

b. List girl players from the DRAFT POOL in ascending order by age (youngest first) to form the GIRLS POOL.

c. List boy players from the DRAFT POOL in ascending order by age (youngest first) to form the BOYS POOL.

d. Pick from a bag the draft order for each division team.

e. According to the draft order, each team picks from the GIRLS POOL until all girls are placed.  If a pick results in the team having more girls than the maximum number of girls per team then that team is skipped.

f. According to the draft order, each team picks from the BOYS POOL until all boys are placed.  If a pick results in the team having more players than the maximum number of players per team then that team is skipped.

6.
STIPULATIONS:

a. Younger siblings playing in a division with an older sibling (or twin/triplet etc.) can be placed on the same team that the sibling is placed if the parents wish.
