1. All referee decisions are final. No protests will be allowed, except for ineligible player. 

2. A Board Member, tournament director, or their designee, is empowered to make all decisions regarding the competition during the tournament. 

3. The decision of the Board Member or designee is final in all matters. No appeals will be allowed beyond that point. 

4. If a game is played into the second half but is stopped short of full time, other than by acts on the part of one of the teams, the game shall be considered complete.  For instance for weather related issues.  Full length games, if tied will be determined by the tie breaker procedure. 

5. In the event of inclement weather, format for tournament play and/or completion of the tournament will be determined by the Board. 

6. In case of rain - HARD RAIN, NOT A SPRINKLE - visit the web site before you leave for the game. 

7. There will be free substitution, with the referee's consent, at the following times: 

- Prior to a throw-in for the team in possession only 

- Prior to a goal kick 

- After a goal by either team 

- After an injury, when the referee stops the play 

- At half time by either team (or between quarters in U-7/U-8) 

- In case of extreme heat, at the referees discretion 

8. If two teams are tied at the end of the game, the following tie breaker procedures will be used to.

9. Red and Yellow Cards will be issued for Violations as needed.  A red card would put the player out of the match immediately and be off for the next match as well.  A Yellow card is a warning.  A second yellow card given in the tournament, even in subsequent games would equal a red and the player would be removed from the match immediately and would have to sit out the following match as well.
Tournament Tie-Break Procedure (U10)
    
The following tie-break procedures shall be used in all Durant Soccer Club tournament play. 

 

a.
There shall be one (1) ten (10) minute “golden goal” overtime period played.  The first team to score, wins the match and advances to the next round.  A coin toss shall be held to determine who kicks off first.

 

If the score still remains tied, all coaches, officials and team captains shall assemble at the halfway line to review the procedure as outlined below:

 

1.
The head referee shall choose the goal at which all of the kicks from the penalty line shall be taken.

2.
Each coach will select any five players on or off the field (except those who may have been disqualified) to take the kicks.

3.
A coin toss shall be held as in Rule 5-2-2(e).  The team winning the toss shall have the choice of kicking first or second.

4.
Teams will alternate kickers.  There is no follow-up on the kick.

5.
The defending team may change the goal keeper prior to each penalty kick.

6.
Following five kicks for each team, the team scoring on the greatest number of these kicks shall be declared the winner.

7.
Add one goal to the winning team score and credit the team with a victory.  An asterisk (*) may be placed by the team advancing to indicate the advancement was the result of a tie breaker system.

8.
The coach and team shall remain on the sideline during the penalty kicks.


 

b.
If the score remains tied after each team has had five kicks:

 

1.
Each coach will select five different players than the first five who already have kicked to take the kicks in a sudden victory situation, wherein if one team scores and the other team does not score, the game is ended without more kicks being taken.

2. If the score remains tied, continue the sudden victory kicks with the coach selecting any five players to take the next set of alternating kicks.

3. Every player on the team must kick before any player may re-kick.

For any assistance needed, see board members or visit referee tent.

Pool Play Rules (U8)
In preliminary rounds a Tie Score will be allowed to stand.  In final and Semi-final Rounds the tie-breaker rules will apply.

Placement into pools will be by random draw.
All scores will be reported to the referee tent by the referee and may be verified by either coach.  If discrepancies occur in the score tally, the referee score will be final upon approval by the Durant Soccer Club Board representee.

The 10-Point system will be used for the Tournament:  

6 points for a win, 

3 points for a tie, 

0 points for a loss, 

1 point for a shut-out, 

1 point for each goal scored (up to a maximum of 3 points). 

Forfeits will be scored as if the score of the game was 3-0. 

Winners of each pool advance to Semifinal and Final rounds
