Rain Policy
Soccer is an all weather sport.  We will continue to abide be the rules of soccer followed throughout the world and the guidelines sent down to us from FIFA, USYSA, and OSA.

-GAMES WILL BE PLAYED DURING SPRINKLES OR LIGHT SHOWERS. 

-Games will be stopped during lightning and continue after it leaves the area, (referees and field marshal discretion at site). Games could be rescheduled to complete the rest of the day's games. 

-Teams must be prepared to field a team. 

-Check in at your game field with the referee.

Soccer is played in the rain and snow as long as safe playing conditions exist. It is requested that one representative of each team calls and then calls each member of his or her team.

The safety of our players, parents, volunteers and fans is of the highest importance to the Durant Soccer Club. The league uses a lightning detector every game day.  We take no chances with the safety and well being of our guests. 

Therefore, in the event of thunder or lightening, play will be suspended and all should seek shelter immediately. Play will resume 30 minutes AFTER the threat has passed.

Unless notified, always attend scheduled games. Games may be delayed yet not canceled. All decisions are made up at the filed. The board will determine any cancellation or rescheduling of games.


Lightning Guidelines.  If lightning is seen and thunder is heard within 30 seconds, then the match must be suspended immediately and all participants must seek appropriate shelter  (not under trees) until such time as no strikes are observed with thunder within 30 seconds for a period of 30 minutes.  No one should be allowed back onto the fields until this time has expired.

While at times we may disagree with their warnings, they are not to be taken lightly or ignored.  Until the all clear signal is given, the fields are to remain cleared.
